Udaipur - The city of lakes if often referred to as the â€˜Venice of the Eastâ€™, is a beautiful city which is
famous for the magnificent Lake Palace and other tourist attractions.  The Lake Palace is situated
on an island on Pichola Lake and is a beautiful structure made of white marbles. The other
attractions include the City Palace, Jag Mandir- an island on Pichola Lake which gives a good view
of the city, Lake of Fateh Sagar, Jagdish Temple, Monsoon Palace, Pichola Lake, Gulabh Bagh
Gardens, Udaipur Zoo, Nehru Garden, Ahar Museum, Dodh Talai Garden etc. The lakes in the city
are also very popular with tourists who go on India travel packages which include Udaipur.

Jaisalmer - The â€˜Golden Cityâ€™ is famous for the beautiful palaces and exotic Jain Temples, which are
very old.
